My images are built in layers using mainly Gelli printed organza and needle 
felting to create depth to the background before I add layers of textures for 
the final image. These textures can include appliquéd ‘stones’ and ‘pebbles’, 
hand, and machine embroidery and natural found objects. I also experi-
ment with different ideas and a ‘what if’ approach.

From Ellon take the Auchnagatt road for approximately 4 miles. Turn right 
on to the Arnage/Stuartfield road for approximately 4 miles, at the un-
signposted Y junction, take the right-hand fork and I am first on the left.

With a curiosity about the 
properties of the clay he often tears, slices, and scores the pieces during 
and after the throwing process, the evolution of these marks results in 
interesting, organic textures.
